For many generations there were four distinct
groups in New Ulm: Catholics, Lutherans, other
Protestants (Methodists, Episcopalians,
Congregationalists, and Friedens), and Turners.
The fact that many of the Turners were agnostics
resulted in some antagonism. This anti-Turner
feeling reached its peak in the late 1890’s when
the Turners were voted off the school board.

“When I was growing up in New Ulm, and even
when I was a young man, there seemed to be an
undercurrent of animosity toward the Turners
that never really surfaced. It’s very delicate and a
little hard to explain. I don’t think those feelings
exist today.”
